Valentine’s Day! 

Hallmark Holiday?  Holy Day?  
 

Since Valentineôs Day falls, this year, on Sunday, I thought you might appreciate a 

short perspective on it.  My love to you all, Pastor Don. 
 

       
 

THE LEGEND: Valentine was a priest who served in Rome in the third century.  

When Emperor Claudius decided that single men made better soldiers, he outlawed 

marriage for young men.  Valentine, realizing the injustice of the decree, defied the 

emperor and continued to perform marriages for young lovers in secret.  Eventually 

discovered, he was put to death for his defense of love.  Before his death, he 

sent a love letter to a young girl who had visited him in prison, and signed it 

ñYour Valentine.ò 
 

THE FACTS: There are three Roman Catholic saints named Valentine.  None 

are connected historically with romantic love.  The Feast Day of St. Valentine 

on February 14 was removed from the general Roman calendar (after Vatican II) 

for lack of historical evidence. 
 

THE TRUTH: ñHusbands, love your wives as Christ loved the church and gave 
Himself up for her.ò (Ephesians 5:25) 
 

ñIf I could speak all the languages of earth and of angels, but didnôt love others, I 

would only be a noisy gong or a clanging cymbal. If I had the gift of prophecy, and 
if I understood all of Godôs secret plans and possessed all knowledge, and if I had 

such faith that I could move mountains, but didnôt love others, I would be nothing.ò
