One of the strengths of First Baptist Church is our common love for the 

Scripture.

Without instruction, Christians remain 
immature and ineffective.  ñThat the man of God may be thoroughly

We 
have no desire to put pressure on people.  We do want to be bold and clear 

regarding the Bible.
