As part of our sesquicentennial celebration, a 
partnership with Lamar Elementary School of the 
San Antonio Independent School District has 
been formed.  Our church has given help with a 
variety of needs on their campus.  As a further 
step in the development of this collaboration, a 
mentoring program is in the process of being 
formed for the upcoming school year 2010-2011.   
 

If you have considered giving of your time and ability to make a differ-
ence in the life of a child, this is the perfect opportunity to explore that 
idea.
