On Sunday evening, October 23rd, at 6:00, weõll be talking about 

movies in light of Christianity.  First Baptist Church welcomes Thomas 

Hibbs, Distinguished Professor of Ethics & Culture and Dean of the 

Honors College at Baylor University, as our special guest. 
 

In his work at Baylor and around the world, Dr. Hibbs deals with issues 

of popular culture and its often difficult relationship with Christianity.  

In joining with us on the evening of the 23rd, Dr. Hibbs will help us 

sharpen our understanding of what our culture is saying, particularly 

through movies, and how we may think more òChristianlyó about the 

often very important issues that filmmakers raise. 
 

Called upon regularly to comment on film and popular culture, Hibbs 

has made more than 100 appearances on radio, including nationally 

syndicated shows such as òAll Things Considered.ó  He also has written 

on film, culture, books, and he has written for publications including 

Christianity Today, First Things, New Atlantis, The Dallas Morning 

News, and The National Review. 

 

His lectures have been protested by nihilists at Boston University and by 

communists in Sicily.  Hibbs taught philosophy for 13 years at Boston 

College (where he was department chair), and although he prefers 

the heat of Texas to the endless winter of New England, he remains 

a faithful citizen of Red Sox Nation.
